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In 2005 the leaders of the national Presbyterian Church decided to target a small town in the interior of 

the country named Jahow (not the real name).  A new Christian in a nearby village and his family were 

eager to see a church-planting work begin because there were no other churches in that area.  To 

open doors, the national leaders chose Jahow as the site of a medical clinic staffed by a team from a 

WAP church.  The team created much good will and everyone was encouraged.   

 

The national church followed up by sending a church planter, Ngor, and his family to Jahow.  Ngor 

began to hold a worship service each Sunday for his family and that of the local believer.  He was met 

with some distrust and open hostility… but God was at work...    (continued on page 2)

In early 2006, the national 

church began a literacy program 

in that area.  The one local 

believer was trained as a 

teacher and began a class in 

Sarar, a village Pastor Ngor 

visited and where he had been 

well received by one family. The 

literacy teacher planted many 

seeds as he incorporated short 

talks based on biblical truths into 

his literacy classes. 

 

Now, in the third year since the 

start of the church-planting and 

literacy work, fruit is being 

reaped. The assistant leader of 

the "dahira", the koranic school 

in Sarar, has become a believer 

in Jesus. The day this man, 

Nokor (not his real name) left 

the dahira to attend the worship 

service in Jahow for the first 

time, other men hurled insults at 

him and slandered him. 

 

But Nokor told Pastor Ngor, 

"Too bad for them. I was looking 

for the truth and I have found it. I 

want to follow the true way.” 

 

Several other people in Sarar 

have confessed faith in Christ, 

 

and a few months ago they 

asked Pastor Ngor to begin a 

worship service there. Many 

"seekers" are among the 20-30 

people who attend the service. 

 

Pastor Ngor has now been 

trained as a literacy teacher and  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

began teaching a class in Sarar 

in January. Nokor attends the 

class and looks forward to being 

able to read the Bible.  

 

The literacy work has opened 

doors for Ngor.  Sometimes 

older men from Sarar come to 

see Pastor Ngor at 9 or 10 at 

night at his home in Jahow 

because they do not want to be 

seen or to be overheard having 

a serious discussion with him.  

 

Many would like to profess 

Christ and join the church, but 

they are held back because of 

social pressure. 

 

People in Sarar have told Pastor 

Ngor: "The other leaders here 

[of the dominant religion] come 

          to take from us. They ask   

  for gas money and   

  expect us to prepare lots 

  of food for them. But you 

  Christians, you give to  

  us; you have given us 

  the literacy classes, you 

  gave us food*, and you 

  give us spiritual food.” 

 

  Doors are opening 

          elsewhere as well.  For 

example, the chief of a village 

near Sarar from which Ngor was 

chased away two years ago 

recently invited Ngor to teach a 

literacy class there.   

 

Let’s praise God for his 

faithfulness as we continue to 

pray for Ngor and his work.  

 
* Two years ago after failed crops 

caused a serious food shortage; the 
national church organized a food 
distribution program with funds 

given by U.S. churches. 

 

Challenges in Africa by Anna  

It's sometimes hard to think about 
Bible studies and income generating 
activities when people do not have 
enough food to eat. This was my 
experience last month when I went to 
visit one of our village churches.   
 
As I sat and listened to the stories  
of their lean harvest and how their 
grains have been depleted since 
December, I ached for them in 
knowing how I could help them  
in their suffering. 
 
A deacon explained that the  
masons working on their church 
building no longer had food to eat  

 

and lacked the energy to finish up their 
job. I gave the workers money for rice 
and oil for ten days, but I knew that 
there were many others who were 
struggling to met their basic needs. 
 
        James 2:15-17 says, "Suppose a 
             brother or sister is without 

     clothes and daily food. If one 
        of you says to him, ‘Go, I 
        wish you well; keep warm 
         and well fed,’ but does 
         nothing about his physical 
         needs, what good is it? In 
       the same way, faith by itself, 
     if it is not accompanied by 
  action, is dead."
